The SACSAA was established with the motto – “Make a difference” in 2005. It began with the aim of a few alumni to ‘give back’ to the college and to the society at large. Today, the Alumni Association has grown to include 3876 registered members. From 2013 onwards, graduating students are invited to register immediately after graduation. The SACSAA envisions itself not only as a portal to keep old friendships and acquaintances current, but visualises its role as a platform for uplifting the socially and economically underprivileged. The alumni association think-tank determined that it would adopt the vision and mission of the college, to give quality education within the reach of all. This was to be funded by alumni contributions. In order to achieve its mandate, the SACSAA began by prioritising the establishment of evening courses for students who fall into one of two categories. The first category comprises students who come from an economically challenged background, and the second category was made up of those students who had not scored enough marks to gain admission into other colleges. 
In 2014, the first degree course to be started was the BA Pass Course (Evening Course). The college management agreed to enhance this fledgling venture by providing classrooms, libraries and other facilities. To boost enrolment, the standard fee would be waived by way of a freeship and only a moderate course fee of Rs 5000/- per year would be charged for the course. This amount would be reimbursed to the student on the conditions that the student graduates, and has met the minimum required attendance percentage. The teachers of the course would be employed and paid for by the SACSAA. This was a great success. In the first year alone 62 students were enrolled in the Evening Course. One of the students of the Evening college achieved the 2nd rank in the University examination for B.A. Pass Course.
Encouraged by this success, the SACSAA extended its wings to cover expenses for the second degree course, B.Com (Evening Course). The course began in 2016 with 18 students enrolled. As of today the B.A. and B.Com Evening Courses have a total of 136 student enrolled.
The SACSAA also organises activities such as - 
1. General Assembly which is organised annually where the old Executive body is dissolved and a new body is elected.
2. Farewell Programme for outgoing final year students at the end of the academic year for the purpose to not only bid the students farewell but most importantly to enables SACSAA to get an opportunity to interact with the future alumni of the College and members of SACSAA.

3. Meeting Minds Guiding Lives is an annual Career Counselling programme conducted by the Association for the final semester students of the College. The students exposed to job openings, prospects in higher education, future career planning and others.

4. “In Touch” is the annual Alumni Newsletter where the SACSAA informs its member of the Association’s ongoing activities and upcoming projects.
