to St. Anthony’s College, Shillong  

 
This Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) outlines the admission process for the 2026 academic session at St. 

Anthony’s College, Shillong. Applicants\parents\guardians are advised to carefully review the following 

guidelines before proceeding: 

  

1. Applicants (both CUET & Non-CUET candidates) seeking admission to St. Anthony’s College, Shillong should 

register at  https://admission.anthonys.ac.in starting from 25th April 2026.  

 

2. Before registration, applicants are advised to refer to the CUET Course Mapping at the College website 

(https://bit.ly/4vKnBId)  for guidance on the courses they intend to register.  

 

3. Applicants/parents/guardians are advised to refer to the College Prospectus 2026 for admission details, 

eligibility criteria, shift timing, and other relevant information. The Prospectus is available on the College 

website: https://anthonys.ac.in 

 

4. After the Board results (HSSLC) are declared, applicants must login using the credentials (User ID and 

Password) and upload their Class XII Marksheet.  

 

5. After the announcement of CUET (UG) 2026 results, applicants should login using the same credentials (User 

ID and Password) and upload your CUET (UG) 2026 score immediately. 

 

6. Admission will commence immediately after the publication of the CUET (UG) 2026 results. Admissions shall 

be strictly merit-based, determined primarily by CUET scores and Class XII results. Admission will be 

processed on a first-come, first-served basis.  

 

7. Admissions for Non-CUET candidates will be as per the UGC and NEHU Admission Guidelines 2025 and 

subject to availability of seats.   

 

8. Candidates and parents are urged to remain calm following the declaration of Class XII results, since all Colleges 

affiliated to NEHU or any Central University will follow the same uniform guidelines.  

 

9. Foreign Students are eligible for admission upon the successful completion of all requisite formalities. The 

College office 1 (office1@anthonys.ac.in) will provide all possible assistance to International students.  

 

10. List of selected candidates will be published and uploaded on the College website 

 

11. Selected candidates will be notified through a confirmation Email/SMS and uploaded on the College website. 

Admission may be forfeited if the fees are not paid within 24 hours of such notification. 

 

12. Documents require for online application: Passport-size photograph, Class X marksheet, Class XII marksheet 

(After the declaration of result), CUET score sheet (After the declaration of result), ST/SC/OBC Certificate (if 

applicable), and Disability Certificate issued by a competent authority (if applicable)
